Dear Parents/Carers,
To support your child to share their in-school learning with you, in year six we set weekly homework. Completing homework will help your child to develop the independent learning skills and self-organisation required in Y7 and help to make the transition to secondary education smoother. 
Each week, your child is asked to complete the following homework:
1. MathsShed
This is an on-line maths site. Each week, we will assign work for your child. This is expected to take your child around half an hour to complete. Your child has been provided with a username and a password. This can be found at the front of their homework book. 
2. Oxfordreadingbuddy.com
This is an online reading site. Your child has been allocated a library of books to access. Your child is asked to read every day for 15 minutes. When your child has finished reading a book, there is a quiz to complete, which asks the types of questions that your child will meet in their SATs test in the Summer term. Your child has been allocated a password, which is in the front of their homework book. In addition, once your child has a reading-book-bag (which can be purchased from the school office) they will be able to take a school reading book home. 
3. Spelling Shed
Your child has been given a password, which is in their homework book. On this site, your child can practise their 20 weekly spellings. The task will take about 20 minutes to complete.
4. Spelling Test
You child will have a list of 20 spelling from the Y5/6 high frequency word list to learn every week. Your child has been given a copy of this list to keep at home. Spelling tests take place every Thursday. 
5. SPAG
Your child will be given a written piece of SPAG homework to do each week, either writing on the sheet or completing the task in their homework book. 

To help your child to make the best progress that they can, we ask that you support your child to complete all homework tasks each week. We ask that all homework is completed each week by Thursday. New homework is set each Thursday. Please let us know if your child has any problems accessing any of the homework provision, and we will do all that we can to overcome any access difficulties.
