Reading and Writing

Here are five ideas for home and independent learning linked to books that your children are reading. 

The five ideas are: 
· Explore it: reading the text, look at the illustrations and ask questions to develop children's awareness of language and vocabulary, including how this can be used for effect.
· Illustrate it: drawing tasks to develop visualisation skills: a key aspect of comprehension. Draw the character, roll on the wall (the children will know how to do this), draw a setting etc.
· Talk about it: questions or talking points to support children's understanding of key parts of the text, encouraging them to refer back to the text to support their ideas.
· Create it: a range of different ideas for writing in response to a text, developing children's imagination and creative ideas ( see list below)
Creating writing ideas:

·  a postcard 

· A letter from one character to another

· A newspaper article

· A job advertisement

· A story (years 5/6 with a flash back) 

· Setting description

· Character description

· Poster

· Retell of an event in the story
